Using INVESTOREASE data with TESS

These instruction refer to:

TESS version 3.0.08 or later

Investorease disks supplied on or after 20th February 2007.

Basic concepts

TESS reads stock data direct from the Investorease database.

Any stock file can be read on an individual basis.

It takes a little while to read each stock so TESS stores a local copy of the data.

The next time this stock is read in TESS it will load quickly from the local file.

The default folder for these local files is : TESS\Stockdata

TESS uses the EPIC code for each stock to name the local file.

e.g. The local stock file for ‘Lloyds TSB’ will be ‘lloy-.pro’.

The local files need to be updated as the days go by.

Opening an Investorease Chart in TESS

1. Ensure the data in TESS is up to date – see details below

2. Close Investorease software.

3. Open TESS to the main charts screen.

4. Click ‘File’, Click ‘New Chart’, Click ‘New IEASE Stock File’.

5. Select the file to open.

6. Click any of the ‘Load Chart’ options to display the Chart.

Updating the Local files

1. Ensure the data within the Investorease software is up to date.

2. Close Investorease software.

3. Open TESS to the main chart screen.

4. Click ‘Data’, Click ‘Import IEASE Data’.

5. In the box titled ‘Update Local Data’  select the days to update.

This can be adjusted to allow for periods away when the local files have not been updated. If updates are on a daily basis this figure just needs to be set to 1 day. For simplicity the default value is set to 5 days to cover any omission in updating the local data and to include any data corrections within the last week.

6. Click ‘Update’

This routine will update any files found in the local stock data folder. The widow will close when the import is complete.

Importing Investorease historical data

To avoid having to import lots of files individually there is a routine to import all the FTSE 100 and FTSE 250 data files in one go. Once imported these will be updated with the update procedure shown above.

1. Ensure the data within the Investorease software is up to date.

2. Close Investorease software.

3. Open TESS to the main charts screen.

4. Click ‘Data’, Click ‘Import IEASE Data’.

5. Check ‘FTSE100’ to import all the FTSE 100 Data

6. Check ‘FTSE250’ to import all the FTSE 250 Data

7. Click ‘Import’.

The process imports 110 files at a time until all the selected files are complete. 

Any data files in the local folder are overwritten with the new historical data.

Open IEASE ‘Stock’Data File - Facilities

Stock files displayed with a ‘Folder’ symbol indicates a local file is available.

Stock files displayed with a ‘File’ symbol indicates the data will be retrieved from the IEASE database.

‘Import Data’ is a link to the ‘Import IEASE Data Screen’

‘Delete selected local file’ will delete the local file for the selected stock. If this stock is then selected and loaded it will read fresh data from the IEASE database.

‘Delete all local files’ will delete all the local stock files in the stock folder. This can be used to recreate the local data selection.

‘Load Chart’

‘Daily’ will load a daily chart of the selected stock.

‘Weekly’ will load a weekly chart of the selected stock.

‘Monthly’ will load a monthly chart of the selected stock.

‘DWM Group’ will load a daily weekly and monthly chart of the selected stock.

‘As current worksheet’ will load the selected stock into a new worksheet with similar properties to the currently open worksheet. The open worksheet will be closed but not overwritten by the new data.

Typical Access Speeds

Dual Core Pentium 3.4GHz with 1Gb RAM running Windows XP

Import FTSE100 from 2002 takes about 1 minute

Import FTSE250 from 2002 takes about 3 minutes

Update 350 local files with 5 days data about 10 seconds

Pentium III 551MHz with 128Mb RAM running Windows XP

Import FTSE100 from 2002 takes about 4 minutes

Import FTSE250 from 2002 takes about 10 minutes

Update 350 local files with 5 days data about 45 seconds
